
NURO Instructions 
 

 
 
When the appliance is powered on, the NURO will display a startup screen which will timeout 
and then display Home Screen as shown. 
 
The Home Screen shows a snapshot of appliance current operating conditions: 
 
Pump Line Tank Temperature 
DHW Tank Pump State 
DHW Pump State 
Firing Rate 
DHW Setpoint (Temperature requested)

Press “Settings” in lower right corner. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
• Water temperature over 125F can cause severe burns instantly or death from scalds. 

• Children, disabled and elderly are at highest risk of being scalded. 

• See instruction manual before setting temperature at water heater. 

• Feel water before bathing or showering. 

• If this appliance is used to produce water that could scald if too hot, such as domestic hot 
water use, adjust the outlet control (limit) or use temperature limiting valves to obtain a 

maximum water temperature of 120F.
